Step 3 – Activities
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Have you ever seen an ancient Chinese mirror?  Mirrors have been found in archaeological sites dating from the Zhou Dynasty (11th century-221 BC) through the Tang Dynasty (618-907 AD).  Mirrors in ancient China were made from many different metals including bronze, gold, silver, and iron.  Ancient Chinese mirrors were made in different shapes and were decorated with beautiful patterns, from circular shapes decorated with animals in the Zhou Dynasty, the mysterious “TLV” pattern of the Han Dynasty, to Tang Dynasty mirrors that reflected the international trade with Central Asia through floral shaped mirrors featuring hunting scenes.  Many mirrors had knobs in the middle for handles.  The Han Dynasty “TLV” mirrors are named for the decorations shaped like the English letters “T, L, & V” and knobs in the middle.  These mirrors are believed to represent early Daoist ideas about the nature of the universe, but no one knows for sure.  What do you think they mean?  

2. Make your own ancient Chinese bronze mirror out of a paper plate.  Cut a hole in the middle for the handle.  Cut a circle out of green or yellow paper (because the bright gold color of  bronze turns green when it ages) the size of the plate and a [image: image7.jpg]
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hole in the middle for the handle.  After attaching the handle, glue on the aluminum foil circle to the back of the plate.  Paste the green paper on the back/handle side.  Decorate your mirror.  

3. Make a scrapbook page with pictures of different emotions – go through magazines and ads to find photos of different emotions being expressed.  Make up a page to help practice identifying the emotions.

4. Add to Charades and Simon Says games with the words from this lesson.

5. Sing the song Little Mirror from Fun Chinese Level 2 lesson 11.  

6. For My First Chinese Reader families, extend the conversation to include lesson 41.  Color the “I’m Sick” coloring page and identify each picture.  
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Practice writing the radical for cloud featured in My First Chinese Exercises as well as the character for smile & laugh from the Happy Character stories on Fun Chinese on large graph paper.
